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The Moline Preservation Society (MPS) was founded in the spring of 1986 by a group of concerned citizens who organized in an attempt to prevent the demolition of Moline's historic Huntoon House. Built in 1858 by Joseph Huntoon, this beautifully preserved Italianate building contained many treasures, including original hand-painted ceilings by Swedish artist Frank Lundahl. Despite the efforts of the newly formed group, the owners of the property chose to demolish the home to make way for a modern addition to a neighboring structure. Although the Huntoon House and the history it contained were lost, a strong Moline Preservation Society emerged as a result.

MPS members come from all walks of life and membership is not restricted to citizens of Moline. Our only requirements for membership are a desire to preserve the history of our area for future generations and the payment of a small membership fee. 

MPS generally meets for programs on alternate months, and hosts an annual holiday dinner and event in December. A newsletter is mailed out with upcoming events and news. An elected board meets quarterly to plan general meetings, special events, and coordinate the group’s various committees.
